Spring Grading Changes and Academic Policy Changes for Spring 2020

e REPEATING OF COURSES POLICY - Courses taken this semester can be repeated even if the student
has exceeded the maximum attempts

e MAXIMUM COURSE WITHDRAWAL (SEMESTER HOURS) Students can withdrawal from courses
this semester and it will not count towards the 16 allowable credits.

e SATISFACTORY ACADEMIC PROGRESS - Students’ academic status will not change this semester
(warning or probation) with the exception of being removed from warning or probation if they
increase their cumulative GPA

e REMOVAL OF “I” GRADES - The deadline for any incomplete grade given this Spring semester has
been extended to December 2, 2020

e PASS/FAIL CREDIT ONLY OPTION - Students will be able to choose a pass/fail credit only option
after grades have been posted until June 30th. This option will have no impact on their GPA. The
registrar’s office will share the process with faculty and students soon.
